The topic of my work is Learning English through History, the memory of those who defended our
Motherland during the Great Patriotic war.

Next year we’ll celebrate 80 years since that Great War ended. We know about it only from books
and TV. There are fewer and fewer people who took part in that war. There is not any veteran of the
Great Patriotic war in our village now. I know that there were a lot of people from Mar whodefended
our Motherland during the war. Among them was my great-grandfather Ivan Ievlevich Vasiliev.
That’s why this topic is always close to me as it is the story of my family and my country.

I put the aim to research the life of I.I.Vasiliev as a teacher and a defender of Motherland, studied
his life and took part in research conferences. Now I decided to study the story of the Great Patriotic
war using English to improve my knowledge of English and have practical skills in translation.

The actuality of my work is that the young should know and save the memory of their countrymen-
defenders.



My great-grandfather I.1. Vasiliev was born on the 11" of January 1916 in Mar. He was the only child
in the family. After finishing school he began to work as a teacher because there were no teachers.
My great-grandfather was only 14 then. First he worked in Mar, then in Kangalas schools. When the
war started he was working in Kangalas. And in 1942 in June my grandfather went to the front. After
a 4-months training he got to the front line where great battles for Stalingrad were fought. Our
soldiers struggled heroically and defended Stalingrad. My grandfather was wounded and sent to
hospital. After hospital he served in Iran, transported war goods to the front and met the victory in
Odessa. The first sergeant Ivan Vasiliev was rewarded with the Order of the Patriotic war, medals for
the Defense of Stalingrad and for the Fighting service. He returned home from the army In December
1946 and began working in Mar first as a primary school teacher, then as a labour and drawing
teacher. My great-grandfather 1.1.Vasiliev spent 53 years on teaching work and was the Best of the
people’s education of the Russian Federation. I’'m proud of my great-grandfather.

Doing research work and achieving the set goal I saw that the events of the Great Patriotic did not
bypass my family. I have improved my knowledge of English, learned a lot of new words. To
remember them better I divided them into grids: nouns — who, what, verbs and where.

I concluded that my great —grandfather was a true patriot of his Motherland and the history of his life
echoes the history of my country.

So, the conclusion:

- Our great-grandfathers were real patriots. They loved their homeland very much and did
everything possible for it.

- Love for the homeland comes with great respect for the history of the country and its people.
We must know and keep the memory of our ancestors in order to pass it on to the new
generation.

- Learning new words with the help of grids makes it easier to memorize them.
