The human right to life is not only pro-
claimed, but also guaranteed by the state in
various ways. One of these ways has always
been the criminalization of the actions of
persons involved in suicide in one form or
another. Currently, the legislation of many
countries of the world contains criminal
liability for involvement in the suicide of

another person. The difference in legislative
structures of the criminal-legal prohibition
on the behavior of a person contributing to
the voluntary departure from life of another
person is due to historical, cultural, political
and other social conditions. However, the
very fact of the need to protect life, regard-
less of the legal system, socio-economic and
other conditions, is indisputable. The varie-
ty of legislative forms of describing actions
contributing to the suicide of another person
in foreign countries requires, in our opinion,
the formulation of the most general term to
designate the phenomenon and its further
analysis within the framework of this study
— "criminal involvement in suicide". By
criminal complicity in suicide, we mean a
wide range of actions and inactions related
to incitement, inducement, aiding, assisting
and consulting, which arouse in another
person the determination to commit suicide.

legal prohibition of various forms of crimi-
nal involvement in suicide (specific meth-
ods of driving to suicide, inciting and assist-
ing it) in the legislation of the Russian Fed-
eration and foreign countries.

Materials and methods

The study materials included texts of
decisions of foreign courts; positions of legal
scholars devoted to criminal involvement in
suicide, codified normative legal acts of the
Russian Federation and foreign countries of
all legal families and wvarious continents
(Asia, Africa, Europe, South America), con-
taining criminal law norms on criminal liabil-
ity for various forms of criminal involvement
in suicide. Criminal and related legislative
acts of 34 states were analyzed.

The research methods used were gen-
eral scientific (dialectical analysis, synthe-
sis) and specific scientific (comparative
legal, legal-dogmatic and systemic-
structural) methods, which made it possible
to obtain substantiated results.

Results and discussion

When considering involvement in crim-
inal suicide, it is necessary to take into ac-
count the following. The methods of destruc-
tive influence on the suicidal person objec-
tively differ, and their normative distinction
is justified. At present, in Russian criminal
legislation, incitement to suicide is limited to
such methods (or a combination of them) as
threats, cruel treatment or systematic humili-
ation of human dignity. Methods of incite-
ment to suicide and assistance to suicide
according to the criminal law of Russia are
persuasion, offers, bribery, deception and
other actions by their nature different from
methods of incitement to suicide.

An analysis of foreign sources shows
that most countries in the world also pro-
vide for independent criminal liability for
various forms of involvement in suicide,
while the structures of the norms providing
for this liability are not identical, have their
own characteristics and significant differ-
ences. The norms of the Russian criminal
law on incitement to suicide (Article 110 of
the Criminal Code of the Russian Federa-
tion), on incitement to suicide or assistance
in suicide (Article 110.1 of the Criminal
Code of the Russian Federation) and the
norms of foreign legislation were taken as
the basis for comparison.

the normative definition of the forms of
prohibition (if any), we identified the fol-
lowing groups.

In the first group of countries, there are
no provisions on criminal involvement in
suicide. Countries such as the People's Re-
public of China, the Republic of Cameroon,
and the Federal Republic of Germany do
not provide for criminal liability for any
form of involvement in suicide (9.1% of the
studied countries. It is worth noting that the
criminal legislation of the Federal Republic
of Germany previously contained §217
"Professional assistance to suicide", but by
the decision of the Supreme Constitutional
Court of the Federal Republic of Germany 2
BvVR 2347/15 of 26.02. 2020 (resolution of
10.03.2020, BGBI. 2020 I S. 525) this para-
graph was recognized in its current version
as contradicting the Constitution of Germa-
ny [1]. The researchers note that this resolu-
tion also affected the criminal legislation of
the Republic of Austria. In 2020, the Con-
stitutional Court of Austria had to find out,
on the basis of individual appeals from citi-
zens, whether there is a constitutionally
protected right to suicide and assistance in
suicide. The decision of the Constitutional
Court, issued at the end of 2020, in many
ways is a mirror image of the decision of
the Constitutional Court of Germany, how-
ever, the ban on facilitating suicide in the
legislation has been retained, although it is
of a restrictive nature [2].

The second group of countries does not
have provisions on criminal liability for
incitement to suicide, which, as noted
above, is characterized in Russian legisla-
tion by threats, cruel treatment and system-
atic humiliation of human dignity, but at the
same time, criminal liability is established
for other forms of criminal involvement in
suicide. Thus, involvement in suicide in a
variety of ways is criminalized by law, but
all of the above methods are essentially only
informational influence on the victim: in-
citement, assistance, counseling, persuasion
and assistance.

responds to 39.4% of the studied countries.

In particular, Article 83 of the Criminal
Code of Argentina provides for criminal
liability for incitement or assistance in
committing suicide [5]. Similar provisions
are contained in the criminal legislation of
Angola (Article 141) [6], Ethiopia (Article
542) [7], Norway (Article 277) [8].

The Criminal Code of Canada estab-
lishes liability for counselling or assisting in
suicide (Article 241), while the legislation
defines situations in which a doctor, nurse
or pharmacist is not subject to criminal lia-
bility for providing medical assistance in
euthanasia. It is necessary that the person
receiving assistance meets all established
criteria:

— the person has the right to health care
services funded by the Government of Can-
ada;

— the person has reached the age of 18
and is capable of making decisions regard-
ing his or her health;

— the person has a serious and incura-
ble disease (mental illness is an exception);

— the person has made a voluntary re-
quest for medical assistance in dying,
which, in particular, was not made as a re-
sult of external pressure; and the person
gives informed consent to receive medical
assistance during the period of dying after
being informed of the available means of
alleviating their suffering, including pallia-
tive care [9].

Inciting or inciting someone to commit
suicide is criminalized in the criminal laws
of Brazil (Article 122) [10], Uruguay (Arti-
cle 315) [11], Spain (Article 143) [12].

Article 252 of the Criminal Code of the
Republic of Korea is called “Murder at the
request or with the consent of the victim”
and provides for criminal liability in the
case of causing death at the request or with
the consent of the victim, but at the same
time, the second part of the article in ques-
tion states that liability also extends to cases
where a person incites or urges the victim to
commit suicide [13]. Thus, incitement or
urging of a person to commit suicide in
South Korea is regarded as an independent
type of murder.

An analysis of the constructions of the
objective side of the considered composi-
tions shows that the legislator's approach to
the moment of completion of a criminal act
is varied. Thus, an act is considered com-

pleted regardless of the ensuing conse-
quences (suicide and attempted suicide) in
Mexico [4] and Spain [12], after suicide or
attempted suicide in Argentina [5].

In Brazil, criminal liability for in-
volvement in suicide is differentiated de-
pending on the consequences, which is
similar to the position of the Russian legis-
lator: the very fact of incitement or assis-
tance to suicide will be criminal (Article
110.1 of the Criminal Code of the Russian
Federation), thus being a constitutive char-
acteristic. Consequences in the form of at-
tempted suicide or suicide are a qualifying
(aggravating) feature of the crime [10].

In all the states of this group, the law
prohibits only the informational influence
on the victim, i.e. the act is expressed in
providing information on ways to take one's
own life, counseling and support. The acts
described in the dispositions of the consid-
ered norms fill the suicidal person with the
determination to take his own life without
cruel treatment, humiliation of human digni-
ty and threats from the guilty subject.

In the scientific literature, the opinion
is expressed that if the state does not include
independent norms on incitement to suicide,
but only indicates various methods of its
manifestation (consultation, assistance, in-
ducement), this should be considered as one
of the forms of committing incitement to
suicide, and such methods as, for example,
cruel treatment, are in fact included in the
concept of "incitement" [16]. Under such
conditions, the norms on involvement in
suicide, which do not directly indicate cruel
treatment, threats and systematic humilia-
tion of human dignity, should be understood
more broadly. Thus, incitement to suicide is
a special case of "incitement", "assistance",
"consultation", etc. However, we do not
agree with this approach, since the degree of
influence on the will of the victim when
inciting to suicide and other informational
forms of influence is different. Thus, when
inciting to suicide, the transmission of in-
formation content about suicide (ways of
taking one's own life, methods, etc.) is ex-
cluded. In this case, the guilty party forms a
desire to commit suicide by creating a hope-
less situation for the victim. The desire to
commit suicide when driven to suicide is
formed as a result of influence, which is
expressed in threats, cruel treatment and
systematic humiliation, whereas in other

forms of influence, the desire to take one's
own life is not caused by the said influence.
Such a distinction between the elements of
crimes, in our opinion, better corresponds to
the nature and degree of public danger of
the illegal actions committed. We cannot
agree with the opinion on the need to mod-
ernize the current Russian criminal legisla-
tion by combining all forms of criminal
involvement in suicide into one norm [17]
for the same reasons.

The third group we have identified in-
cludes states whose criminal legislation
reflects only the norms on incitement to
suicide (15.1% of the studied states): Alba-
nia (Article 99) [18], Azerbaijan (Article
125) [19], Georgia (Article 115) [20], Lat-
via (Article 124) [21], Tajikistan (Article
109) [22]. In all of the above countries, leg-
islators have criminalized the methods that
led the victim to take his own life in exactly
the same way as incitement to suicide is
formulated in the criminal law of Russia
(Article 110). The moment of completion of
the act, as in domestic legislation, coincides
with the victim’s attempt at suicide (in Al-
bania [18] and Latvia [21], the term “at-
tempt” at suicide is used) or the completed
act of suicide. At the same time, the crimi-
nal laws of these countries differ from Rus-
sian legislation. The Albanian criminal law
limits the circle of subjects of incitement to
suicide to persons who have control over
the victim or are in a family (including de
facto marital) relationship [18]. The Crimi-
nal Code of the Republic of Azerbaijan does
not contain qualifying (aggravating) or es-
pecially qualifying features [19]. The ele-
ments of a crime in the actions of the ac-
cused in incitement to suicide in Latvia [21]
and Tajikistan will be present only in the
case of material or other dependence of the
victim [22]. The criminal legislation of
Georgia contains an aggravating circum-
stance related to the repeated nature of the
actions committed [20].

In the fourth group we include states in
which incitement and other forms of in-
volvement (inducement, assistance) in sui-
cide are combined in one norm of the crimi-
nal law, which corresponds to 24.3% of the
states we examined. This group includes the
Republic of Kazakhstan (Article 105) [23],
Republic of Moldova (Article 150) [24],
Turkmenistan (Article 106) [25], Republic
of Lithuania (Article 133) [26], Montenegro

In the criminal codes of Kazakhstan
(Article 105) [23], Moldova (Article 150)
[24], Lithuania (Article 133) [26], the con-
cepts of inducement, assistance, and provo-
cation are essentially equated. For example,
in 2024, Article 105 of the Criminal Code
of the Republic of Kazakhstan included
inducement and assistance as alternative
types of involvement in suicide (except
provocation), and the Regulatory Resolution
of the Supreme Court of the Republic of
Kazakhstan dated May 11, 2007, No. 1 (as
amended on November 29, 2024) contains
an interpretation of all the methods reflected
in the law. “Threats may be different, for
example: to take life or cause harm to
health; to disclose information about the
private life of the victim; to illegally take
away a child and (or) fire from work; to
deprive of livelihood, etc. Cruel treatment
consists of deprivation of food; isolation
from the outside world by deprivation of
liberty or restriction of contacts with chil-
dren and other persons close to the victim;
sexual violence; coercion to perform heavy
physical work; deprivation of medical care;
illegal placement in a psychiatric hospital,
etc. Systematic humiliation of human digni-
ty is understood to mean repeated acts of
insulting the victim, making cynical state-
ments, mockery, slander, etc. Also, not only
a qualitative but also a quantitative charac-
teristic is presented, on the basis of which
actions are recognized as systematic if they
are committed three or more times from the
listed criminal acts. Actions not associated
with threats, cruel treatment or systematic
humiliation of the human dignity of the
victim, expressed in giving advice, persua-
sion or other similar actions constitute in-
ducement or assistance" [31].

In other countries of this group, where
all forms of involvement in suicide are in-
cluded in one article of the criminal law, the
legislator nevertheless provides for a certain
differentiation, distinguishing forms of in-
volvement in suicide (incitement, induce-
ment and assistance) by the degree of public
danger. Each of these forms of criminal
involvement in suicide is fixed in a separate

part of the article of the law as an independ-
ent legal norm and a separate sanction is
provided for each.

In the Criminal Code of Turkmenistan,
Part One of Article 106 defines inducement
as inciting another person to commit suicide
and specifies the methods of inducement:
persuasion, deception, or other. Part Two of
the article in question criminalizes driving a
person to suicide or attempted suicide by
means of threats, slander, cruel treatment, or
systematic humiliation of personal dignity
[25].

The criminal legislation of Montenegro
(Article 149) contains three independent
elements of a crime in one article, corre-
sponding to forms of involvement in suicide:
the first part specifies responsibility for in-
citement, the second part specifies responsi-
bility for assistance in suicide, and the fifth
part establishes responsibility for cruel and
inhuman treatment of a suicide who is finan-
cially or otherwise dependent [27].

Criminal liability is differentiated in a
similar manner in North Macedonia (Article
128) [29], the Republic of Slovenia (Article
131) [30], and Bulgaria (Article 127) [28]. At
the same time, in the criminal law of Bulgar-
ia, incitement and assistance to suicide are
included in one part of the article, and cruel
treatment and other methods characteristic of
incitement to suicide are included in another
(Part 3 of Article 127 of the Criminal Code
of the Bulgarian Republic) [28].

We believe it is important to note that
the criminal law of Slovenia explicitly states
that if the victim of incitement to suicide or
assistance in committing it has not reached
the age of 14 or is unable, due to a mental
disorder, to understand the illegal nature of
the act committed against him, then such
actions must be classified as murder [30]. We
believe this legislative decision is necessary
and correct. In the case of suicide, the suicid-
al person makes the decision to end his life
independently, albeit under the influence of
another person. Victims who, due to their age
or a certain disorder, do not understand the
nature and significance of the actions com-
mitted against them cannot resist the influ-
ence exerted on them. In such a case, the
subject who takes advantage of the specified
circumstances, inciting victims of this cate-
gory to commit suicide, must be held respon-
sible for murder. This position is also shared
by modern Russian researchers [32].

The fifth group includes states that
have criminalized involvement in commit-
ting suicide in all forms (methods typical of
driving to suicide, as well as methods char-
acterized by informational influence - in-
ducement, assistance, counseling), while in
the legislation each of the forms is a sepa-
rate independent crime (12.1% of the stud-
ied states). These are states such as the Rus-
sian Federation (Articles 110, 110.1) [34],
Republic of Uzbekistan (Article 103, 103.1)
[35], Kyrgyz Republic (Articles 128, 129)
[36], Republic of Belarus (Articles 145,
146) [37], Republic of Armenia (Articles
162, 163, 164) [38].

In the Republic of Belarus, the norm
providing for criminal liability for incite-
ment to suicide specifies such a method as
"threats" in the singular — "threat", which
removes some of the controversial issues in
qualifying the crime [37]. For example, in
the Russian Federation, there are different
positions on the quantitative definition of
threats, since in judicial practice there are
cases of acquittal for uttering a single threat
[39]. In this regard, we find the experience
of Belarus useful, since not the quantity, but
the quality of threats should be important in
determining the elements of a crime [40]. In
addition to threats, cruel treatment and sys-
tematic humiliation of the victim, the Bela-
rusian legislator also included in the meth-
ods of incitement to suicide the destruction,
damage or seizure of property, the dissemi-
nation of slanderous or disclosure of other
information that the victims wish to keep
secret. Comparing the norms in this part, we
believe that the term "threats" used in the
Russian criminal law should be understood
not exclusively in a quantitative aspect, but
as revealing the qualitative characteristic of
the threat(s), expressing possible real diver-
sity. The determining condition for criminal
liability for incitement to suicide should be
the illegality of the threats (which in terms
of content may be physical, material, and
slanderous both in relation to the victim and
his close relatives).

The methods of driving to suicide or
attempted suicide described in Russian
criminal legislation almost completely coin-
cide with those methods described in the
Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbeki-
stan, while the qualifying features in our
laws are also identical [36]. The Resolution

Republic of Uzbekistan dated September
11, 1998 No. 20 discloses the content of
each of the methods specified in the law,
defines subjective features significant for
qualification, which, in our opinion, forms
the uniformity of the application of the
norms under consideration [41].

It is important that the social danger of
criminal involvement in suicide in the legis-
lation of the countries under consideration is
determined not only through the methods of
influencing the victim, but also through the
form of guilt, which quite logically com-
plements the characteristics of the social
danger of a specific form of involvement in
suicide. Thus, in the Republic of Uzbekistan
it has been established that, from the subjec-
tive side, a crime in the form of incitement
to suicide is committed with indirect intent
or negligence in relation to the consequenc-
es, and incitement to suicide is intentional.
According to the criminal law of the Kyrgyz
Republic, if a threat, cruel treatment and
humiliation of human dignity through neg-
ligence led to the victim committing suicide
or attempting to commit suicide, then the
act meets the characteristics of Part 1 of
Article 128 of the Criminal Code of the
Kyrgyz Republic, but if the act is committed
with the purpose of driving a person to sui-
cide and led to the victim committing sui-
cide, then liability occurs under Part 3 of
Article 128 of the Criminal Code of the
Kyrgyz Republic [36]. The purpose of driv-
ing a person to suicide indicates the inten-
tional nature of the act, while in the latter
case we are not talking about an attempt to
commit suicide, but are characterized by a
completed act of suicide. Depending on the
form of guilt (negligent or intentional), lia-
bility is differentiated in the criminal legis-
lation of the Republic of Armenia [38]. In
the Russian Federation, there are still doc-
trinal disputes regarding the subjective side
of the composition of driving to suicide
[42]. It seems that this experience should be
adopted by the Russian Federation for the
purpose of uniform application of norms by
practitioners.

A comparison of the norms on incite-
ment to commit suicide and assistance in
committing suicide showed that each of the
countries included in this group (except for
the Russian Federation) contains a defini-
tion of the concept of incitement. Having
analyzed these criminal laws, it can be con-

cluded that incitement to suicide is under-
stood as arousing in another person the de-
termination to commit suicide. Arousing
determination can be achieved by such
methods as persuasion, deception and other
informational influence on the suicidal per-
son (Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan); appeal, per-
suasion or deception (Armenia). There is
also an option of criminalization without
specifying specific methods, which, based
on a systemic interpretation of the law, can
be defined as any forms of influence, except
for those specified in the norm on incite-
ment to suicide (Belarus). At the same time,
only in Belarus has the legislator indicated
that incitement is a deliberate act.

Unlike the domestic criminal law, all
countries included in the fifth group defined
the onset of a consequence in the form of an
attempted suicide or suicide as the moment
of completion of the act. In the Russian
Federation, the act becomes punishable by
the fact of inducement or assistance, while
the consequences in the form of an act of
attempted suicide or completed suicide are
qualified elements of the crime.

Conclusion

The conducted research allows us to
draw the following conclusions:

Not every state protects the right of its
citizens to life, establishing as a guarantee a
ban (under threat of criminal liability) on
inducement, assistance to suicide or driving
to suicide, however, numerous positive for-
eign experiences in legislative reflection of
forms of criminal involvement in suicide
exist, they are diverse and in each state have
their own distinctive features. These fea-
tures and the comparison we conducted
allow us to talk about several directions in
the formation of a state-legal approach to
defining (and prohibiting) criminal in-
volvement in suicide. The results of the
analysis allowed us to identify five such
directions and, accordingly, five groups of
countries reflecting them in their legislation:
1) the absence of mention of any form of
criminal involvement in suicide in criminal
legislation; 2) the absence of criminal liabil-
ity for driving to suicide, but the establish-
ment of criminal liability for other forms
(inducement, assistance) of criminal in-
volvement in suicide; 3) the establishment
of criminal liability for driving to suicide; 4)
unification of all forms of criminal in-
volvement in suicide into one legal norm

establishing a criminal-legal prohibition
and, accordingly, criminal-legal liability; 5)
establishment of criminal-legal liability for
each form of criminal involvement with the
help of a separate, independent criminal-
legal prohibition.

The last of the approaches considered
seems to us to be the most balanced, allow-
ing us to take into account all the ways in
which a criminal can influence a victim of
criminal suicide; moreover, it is within the
framework of this approach that it is possi-
ble to distinguish murder in relation to a
special category of victims (children, per-
sons with mental disorders) from other
(main) forms of criminal involvement in
suicide.
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
